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Abstract

The template serves as a submission guideline for authors interested to submit their papers to the Global Conference on Innovation, Industry and Infrastructure (GCIII 2022). The first page of the submitted paper should include the title of the paper and the name and affiliation of each author. If there is more than one author for the paper, the corresponding authors should be clearly marked with an asterisk (*). Three to five keywords must be given as below. Abstract must be written in English not exceeding 300 words. Abstracts should clearly state the aims of study, methodology used, results and conclusions.
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1. Introduction

Papers in various areas of innovation, industry and infrastruture are invited to be submitted and presented at this conference. 

1.1 Main Text

The paper should be in A4 size, single-column format, using Times New Roman 10 point font with normal text spacing, and one-inch (2.5 cm) margins throughout the entire paper. Paper should not exceed 6 pages all-inclusive. Paper that does not follow the format will be returned back to the author without review.

1.2 Tables and Figures

All tables, figures, graphs, or appendices should have suitable titles. It is advised that tables supplement the discussion in the paper and not duplicating or repeating the text.

Articles that previously published, under consideration by another conference or journal, and with pre-existing copyright may not be submitted for consideration.
